CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mrs. Milum is 80-year-old. I was asked to see her for followup. She is seen regarding post COVID symptoms as well as diabetes mellitus and coronary artery disease. 

History: Mrs. Milum developed COVID-19 infection in late November on Thanksgiving time. She was hospitalized from 12/01/21 to 12/28/21 acutely and then was at Regency until 01/17/22. This was for subacute rehab. She then went home. She still is on oxygen. She is believed to have a post COVID fog as she was a bit confused. She did not do well in rehab and is not ambulatory. She actually has leg strength and can walk with two people assisting her or even with her daughter assisting, but only takes two steps and she is extremely fearful of falling. She no longer has any shortness of breath or cough. I am told her oxygen saturation is 98% on room air when her daughter took at this morning. She was out without oxygen all night. She denies dyspnea. She has a history of coronary artery disease. She had two myocardial infarctions in 2011, but denies ever having had congestive heart failure. There is no associated orthopnea and she has no significant edema.

She has diabetes mellitus. There is no polyuria or polydipsia. Sugar this morning was a bit up at 211, but most sugars run between about 126 and 165. She was on Lantus, but not since coming home. She does remain on metformin 1000 mg daily and has not gotten maintained using Januvia. She did not get that approved. She has no significant foot pain or neuropathy.

PAST HISTORY: Positive for coronary artery disease with two myocardial infarctions, diabetes mellitus, back pain, stress incontinence and COVID as noted above

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Constitutional: Denies having fever or feeling chills or having major weight change. Eye: She does have decrease vision. ENT: She heard me adequately. Respiratory: No dyspnea or cough right now. No phlegm. Cardiovascular: No angina or palpitations. GI: No abdominal pain, vomiting or bleeding. GU: No dysuria or hematuria. Musculoskeletal: Denies significant arthralgias. Skin: No major rash or itch, but she has mycotic toenails.
