CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. Kazmerzak was seen regarding urinary retention and the need for Foley bags. He also has bladder cancer and is getting chemotherapy.

History OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Kazmerzak has had bladder cancer. The bladder has been resected. He has no bladder and urostomy. However, he did state that he had METS and has been on chemotherapy with Dr. Danish. He was free of cancer according to PET scan done recently, but he is finishing chemotherapy now.

Of note is that he has urostomy, but he is producing quite a bit of urine. So he needs Foley because he connects the urostomy to a Foley catheter and puts in pail to prevent him from wetting his bed through the night because of overflow. However, he does have significant renal failure. He had been on dialysis three times a week, but now he is on dialysis only twice a week. So there has been some improvement from that standpoint. His stoma hole is 19 mm and his snap ring is one and one quarter of inch. He needs Foley bag and previously used to get two bags per month when he was living in Texas. 

His other problem is constipation. He does have much pain. He is on opioid and is on morphine sulfate ER 30 mg daily and Norco 10/325 mg every six hours as needed. This seems to be controlling his pain.
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
