History: Mr. Porter denies any major complaints and there is no polyuria or polydipsia. He is under hospice care. Sugar has been stable. The blood pressure is controlled. There is no headache or any cardiac symptoms.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No chest pain, shortness of breath, or nausea.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Temperature 97.1, pulse 72, respiratory rate 16, O2 saturation 95% and blood pressure 121/80. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa normal. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. 

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Porter has hypertension currently stable with Norvasc 5 mg daily and lisinopril 40 mg daily.

2. He has dementia and I will continue donepezil 10 mg daily.

3. He has diabetes and I will continue metformin 850 mg daily.

4. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
