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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  He tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury between 2004 and 2005.  At that time, he was stationed in Iraq.  The patient tells me that he was in Humvee vehicles and there were IED attacks.  The patient tells me that there were about 20 IED attacks that he was involved.  He was involved in about 20 Humvees.  Some of those were completely destroyed from the IED attacks.  The patient had lost consciousness in two of the attacks.  The patient tells me that he completely lost consciousness for a few seconds.  The patient regained consciousness.  He was confused and disoriented.  He would need to be keep fighting because he was in mid of the fight.  The patient was a passenger in these Humvees.  The patient also tells me that on September 9, 2004, the patient was hit by an RPG.  The patient was hit in the right knee.
Since the incidents, the patient has chronic headaches.  His headaches could be almost every day.  He has also balancing issues.  His memory is poor.  His memory is not as good as before.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate.  The patient has cognitive decline.  The patient has attention difficulties.  The patient has social difficulties.  The patient becomes very impulsive.  The patient has apathy.  The patient also has blurred vision.
The patient is currently working in the sales.  The patient tells me that these symptoms affecting his job.  He has difficulty to remember things at his job.  The patient also has difficulty with cognitive deficit at the job.  The patient sometimes had difficulty carry on his job.  His memory is very poor.
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
