SUBJECTIVE: The patient is a 63-year-old white gentleman who is referred to see me because of elevated serum creatinine by Dr. Chaung at Legacy Community Health Services.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes the following:

1. HIV since 1985 currently on antiretroviral therapy with undetectable levels for years.

2. Hyperlipidemia.

3. Hypertension.

4. GERD/Barrett's esophagus.

5. Peripheral neuropathy.

6. Chronic kidney disease stage IIIB.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes pilonidal cyst 1980, umbilical hernia repair in 2014, hemorrhoidectomy 2014, excision of multiple skin cancers in the past, bicycle accident 04/20/21 with orbital floor fracture on the right, and right eye surgery in 2021.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single. No kids. No smoking. Occasional alcohol use. No drug use. He was working in retail banking.

FAMILY HISTORY: His mother has hypertension. She had HIV and died from TB complications.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and include the following atorvastatin, Symtuza, furosemide, gabapentin, and omeprazole.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Reveals no headaches. No NASID use. No chest pain. No shortness of breath. No nausea. No vomiting. No abdominal pain. No diarrhea. No constipation. He does have nocturia up to three times at night. He reports straining upon urination at times. No foaming in the urine. He reports complete bladder emptying. He does have leg swelling. He does have leg cramping at times. All other systems are reviewed and are negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: As mentioned above.

HEENT: Pupils are round and reactive to light and accommodation. Injective conjunctivae. Nonicteric sclerae. No cervical lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit bilaterally. No jugular venous distention bilaterally. Moist oral mucosa. No pharyngeal erythema noted.

Neck: Supple. No stiffness or rigidity.

Heart: Heart sounds are regular rate and rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No murmurs heard. No friction heard.

Lungs: Clear to auscultation. No crackles or wheezes heard.

Abdomen: Soft. No hepatomegaly. No splenomegaly. No guarding, rebound, or rigidity.

Extremities: He has no edema in the lower extremities.

Skin: No skin rash noted.

Neuro: Nonfocal.

LABORATORY DATA: Available include hemoglobin 11 and creatinine 1.47.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:
1. Chronic kidney disease stage IIIB differential diagnoses include chronic interstitial nephritis versus hypertensive nephrosclerosis. We are going to do a full renal workup including serologic workup, imaging studies, and quantification of proteinuria if any.

2. Hypertension currently controlled on current regimen to continue.

3. HIV controlled on antiretroviral therapy followed by Dr. Chaung.

4. Peripheral neuropathy on gabapentin stable.

5. GERD/Barrett's esophagus on omeprazole.
