This is a 94-year-old woman who is being recertified for a hospice today with end-stage diagnosis of Alzheimer’s disease. She also suffers from gastroesophageal reflux, hypertension, chronic kidney disease, atrial fibrillation, muscle weakness, and overall generalized weakness. The patient since last certification has lost more weight, 2½ pounds to be exact, continues to decline mentally. She is now much weaker. She is only oriented times person. She does not respond when spoken to. She is no longer able to visit with her family, has decreased appetite and protein-calorie malnutrition. She is not eating 30% of her meals. Weight loss is unavoidable. KPS score of 50%. Bowel and bladder incontinent and total ADL care. The patient also requires medication for sundowner’s syndrome related to her end-stage Alzheimer’s disease. The patient has definitely regressed and worsened since last certification in her Alzheimer’s dementia disease and remains hospice appropriate with life expectancy of less than six months due to her illness; hence, remains hospice appropriate.
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
