Georgia Wilkerson is now being certified for hospice care. The patient is 81 years old, has admitting diagnosis of dementia with Lewy bodies and also suffers from hypertension and hyperlipidemia. The patient during the last certification period has definitely shown evidence of decline evident by she is no longer oriented to name, person, or time. She does not comprehend when spoken to, unable to verbalize her needs. She has word salad and her speech is incomprehensible. She appears to be a lot more confused. She is eating very little almost two to three bites of food. The patient’s demise progress is rather quick which is consistent with Lewy body dementia. The patient also is constipated, requires manual disimpaction of stool from time-to-time. The patient requires multiple visits to the emergency room because of abdominal pain and constipation. She drinks very little. Since she has become weaker, now, she is having problems with aspiration because of weakness in her throat and her swallowing ability has been affected by her Lewy body dementia. Again, she has very little appetite, remains total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. She is now bedbound. No longer able to stand or walk. The patient has shown progression in her disease rather quickly, hence, remains hospice appropriate and expected to live less than six months.
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
