HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of cardiomyopathy, congestive heart failure, and coronary artery disease. The patient is complaining of episodes of palpitation. The patient’s left ventricular function is improved.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/80 mmHg, pulse 70, and respirations 16.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION:
1. Coronary artery disease.

2. Ventricular tachycardia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient has episodes of palpitation; however, AICD interrogation did not show any cardiac dysrhythmia. I will schedule the patient for a 7-day heart monitor and follow the patient after 7-day heart monitor.
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
