CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. Hohn was seen regarding swelling of the left leg. This has recurred recently. He had edema there when he was in the hospital about a year ago in January 2020 when he also had COVID. He had ulcer at that point in left heel last year, but that has completely healed. He has not been ambulatory since January 2020 after his COVID infection.

The left leg began swelling it is much more than the right now. There is only trace pitting, but not severe. Left heel ulcer is slowly healed with scar tissue noted and he appears to have auto-amputated a bit of gangrene on that side too.

He denies any calf pain. He denies any redness. He denies any dyspnea, cough, or sputum. He has slight foot drop on the left as well.

PAST HISTORY: Seizures, dementia, hearing impairement, and blindness. He has had COVID in 2020.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No fever, chills, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea or abdominal pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. He does not appear ill. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 160/90, pulse 90, O2 saturation 98%, and respiratory rate 15. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No S3. No S4. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Extremities: He has significant edema of the left but much more than the right and this was relatively new again.

Assessment/plan:
1. His left leg is swelling and I will order a venous Doppler.

2. He has elevated blood pressure and I will increase his amlodipine – benazepril 10-20 mg one p.o. daily.

3. Otherwise, I will continue his current meds.
