HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 101-year-old Caucasian female seen on rounds today. She is hemodynamically and clinically stable. There has been no endorsement of nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, abdominal pain, chest pain, vision changes, hearing changes or bleeding. She is noted to have anorexia and is bedbound.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: IBS, GERD, coronary artery disease, hyperlipidemia, diabetes, hypothyroidism, and Alzheimer’s dementia.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Tylenol, mesalamine, Aricept, metoprolol, Namenda, Zofran, tramadol, Xanax, and Zyrtec.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As per above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 154/52, temperature 96.8, heart rate 81, respirations 18 and oxygen saturation 96%. HEENT: Benign. Neck: Supple. No JVD noted Lungs: Clear to auscultation bilaterally. Chest: Rises even and symmetrically. Cardiovascular: Regular rate. Regular rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No clicks, rubs or murmurs. Abdomen: Soft, nontender and nondistended. Bowel sounds present x 4. Neuro: Grossly nonfocal. Dermatologic: Shows no suspicious lesions.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Functional quadriplegia. Continue current therapy.

2. Bedridden. Continue current therapy and activities of daily living.

3. End-stage Alzheimer’s disease. Continue current medications.
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
