Thank you for this referral.

This 58-year-old male comes for followup today. The patient is on Coumadin for cardiac reasons. The patient also had pulmonary embolism in September of 2020 and since then he has been on Coumadin. The patient has had history of recurrent pulmonary embolism secondary to deep vein thrombosis in the past and he is believed to have hypercoagulable status. He has significant coronary artery disease and recent quadruple bypass.

He is on several medications, which include Coumadin 7.5 mg daily.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 6 inches tall, weighing 220 pounds, and blood pressure 120/80.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. History of recurrent pulmonary embolism and DVT.

2. History of cardiac bypass.

3. The patient high risk for blood clots because of hypercoagulable status.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and continue Coumadin at 7.5 mg daily. We will check PT/INR every month and regulate the dose.
