RUSSELL, EDWARD
Mr. Russell is a 77-year-old gentleman being admitted to hospice with malignant neoplasm of the pancreas. The patient lives with his wife. The patient’s family has decided against any type of radiation or chemotherapy at this time because of his weakness. Subsequently, the patient has been admitted to hospice. The patient has a KPS score of 30%, profound weight loss due to protein-calorie malnutrition, total ADL dependency on his wife, garbled speech, decreased response level and severe weight loss and minimal appetite. The patient’s records indicate that this 77-year-old gentleman had a 33 x 29 mm head of the pancreas lesion with invasion into the SMA, portal vein, SMV and celiac axis. The biopsy via EUS showed poorly differentiated adenocarcinoma of the pancreas. Subsequently, the patient had a workup done. He was started on chemotherapy, but the chemotherapy had to be discontinued because of severe weakness, profound anemia and other metabolic derangements. The patient has a very elevated bilirubin, quite jaundiced with obstruction. The patient is in pain. Pain has been handled, controlled by folks from hospice and overall prognosis remains poor for this very thin 77-year-old gentleman with active pancreatic cancer with most likely days to weeks to live. The patient is very appropriate for hospice.
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
