HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of atrial fibrillation with rapid ventricular rate recently admitted to St. Agnes Medical Center with atrial fibrillation and rapid ventricular rate. The patient was currently taking sotalol as antiarrhythmic medication. The patient has normal left ventricular function. The patient has multiple cardioversion performed as well as ablation performed for atrial fibrillation in spite of that the patient still continues to have recurrence of atrial fibrillation with rapid ventricular rate. A permanent pacemaker is implanted at St. Agnes Medical Center during this admission and is planning for AV node modification. Apparently, the patient is out of work and he needs paperwork for disability. I told the patient’s family that I will do the paperwork and we will return to them. However, they stated that they want to get the paperwork today itself. I told them that I have to get all the records from St. Agnes Medical Center and need sometime. Apparently, the patient’s family is not very happy with that. They stated that they will do the paperwork and they want me to just sign it. I told them that “you known I cannot do that way because I have to finish my part of paperwork”.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 111/69 mmHg, pulse rate 70-100, and respirations 16.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Irregularly irregular. A 1/6 systolic murmur heard at the left sternal border. There is no gallop or rub.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION:
1. Atrial fibrillation with rapid ventricular rate.
2. Permanent pacemaker implantation.

3. History of atrial fibrillation and ablation.

4. History of VSD repair.
RECOMMENDATIONS: Discussed with the patient regarding AV node modification, they agreed for the procedure. Meantime, I will continue the patient on amiodarone. Once I will finish the paperwork, we will contact the family.
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
