HISTORY: This is a 61-year-old lady here with rash on her left hand and red eyes.

The patient stated this has been going on, the rash, for six weeks, and the redness in her eyes started today. She stated in the past she had used some antifungal cream for the rash, it went away, but it is now coming back. The patient indicated routinely she is exposed to a family pet dog at the home where she works and routinely comes in contact with that animal.

About her eyes, she stated she woke up this morning, noticed her eyes are red and it feels like something is under her lid. She denies double vision or blurred vision. Denies trauma.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is an alert and oriented, obese young lady.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 96% at room air.

Blood pressure 126/81.
Pulse 82.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.2.

HEENT: Normal. Left Eye: Injected conjunctiva. Visual Acuity: She counts fingers well with no difficulties. Eyes are PERL. EOM full range of motion, no restrictions. No periorbital erythema or edema. No periorbital tenderness to palpation.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No paradoxical motion.
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ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No visible peristalsis. No peritoneal signs.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules.

EXTREMITIES: Left Hand: A well-circumscribed macule, scaly surface and central clearing present, lesion is about 0.4 cm in diameter.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Tinea corporis.

2. Acute conjunctivitis.

The patient was given the following medications.

1. Diflucan 150 mg, she will take one p.o. daily for two days, #2.

2. Gentamicin ophthalmic 0.3% ointment/solution two drops in her eyes three times a day for 10 days, she was given 10 mL.

The patient was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none. She is comfortable with my discharge plan and advised to take medication exactly as prescribed.
