ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PATIENT: Rosado, Ivette
DATE OF PROCEDURE: 04/23/22

PHYSICIAN: Shams Tabrez, M.D.

INDICATIONS FOR PROCEDURE: Diarrhea. She has recurrent diarrhea.
ANESTHESIA: Sedation was given with MAC anesthesia, given by the anesthesiologist, Dr. Nelson.

The patient was monitored during the procedure with blood pressure, pulse oximetry, and electrocardiogram done periodically.

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Flexible sigmoidoscopy with biopsies.

INSTRUMENT: Olympus video colonoscope.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE:: After informed consent was signed and obtained from the patient, the patient was placed in the left lateral decubitus position. After adequate sedation was achieved, the scope was placed into the rectum, rectosigmoid, descending colon, splenic flexure. I could not push beyond that area because there were hard stools noted in the transverse colon. *__________* so I did not advance the scope beyond the splenic flexure. Coming out, I did not see any ascending colitis, but I did the biopsy of the descending colon and sigmoid colon and random biopsies taken to rule out microscopic colitis. Scope was brought to the rectum. In the rectum, I saw surgical changes with the suture noted in the rectum. This goes along with her prior history of surgery of rectocele. Air was suctioned. The scope was removed. The procedure was terminated and the patient tolerated the procedure well with no complications.
FINDINGS:
1. Flexible sigmoidoscopy up to the splenic flexure.

2. No evidence of any colitis or any diverticulosis noted in the examined portion of colon.

3. Status post surgical changes seen from the prior history of rectocele.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Await for the biopsy and, if the biopsy comes negative and still the patient continues to have diarrhea, recommend the patient to have full colonoscopy with a biopsy with terminal ileoscopy and, if that comes out negative, recommend the patient to have a CT enterogram for further evaluation of the diarrhea and also send blood for IBD panel and celiac sprue panel as the diarrhea workup.

The patient tolerated the procedure well with no complications.
