As you know, I recently evaluated Mr. Pacifico as described in my report to you of 04/06/22. This pertained to injuries he allegedly sustained at work on 07/12/17. At that time, I offered 12.5% permanent partial total disability referable to the neck. This was for the orthopedic and neurologic residuals of multilevel degenerative disc disease most prominent at C5-C6 and C6-C7 with associated spinal canal and neuroforaminal stenosis and spondylosis. From what I was able to ascertain, at that time he submitted to anterior cervical discectomy and fusion at C5-C7. However, the actual operative report was not then available.

You have now kindly provided me with that report. This shows on 06/25/19 Dr. Momi performed surgery. This was C5-C6 and C6-C7 anterior cervical discectomy for decompression of spinal cord and nerve roots; use of anterior cervical PEEK spacer x 2; C5, C6, and C7 anterior cervical plate; use of allograft for spinal fusion. The postoperative diagnosis was cervical herniated disc with radiculopathy.

Review of this operative report corroborates my inference about the procedure performed as well as the postoperative diagnoses. Accordingly, my opinions relative to permanency and causation remain the same. I would again apportion 7.5% of this assessment to his preexisting neck problems as seen in his 2015 MRI.
