Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup visit for Mr. Beatty with stage IIIA chronic kidney disease, history of smoldering Waldenström macroglobulinemia, IgA monoclonal gammopathy of uncertain significance and history of parathyroid adenoma removal and previous hyperparathyroidism.  His last visit was October 26, 2021.  His weight is completely stable.  The Waldenström macroglobulinemia is stable.  He does see his specialist on a routine basis.  No hospitalizations or procedures.  He received three doses of the COVID-19 messenger RNA vaccination and third dose was actually a full dose instead of half dose due to the Waldenström macroglobulinemia.  He denies headaches or dizziness.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No dyspnea, cough or sputum production.  No urine, cloudiness or blood.  No vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, blood or melena.  No fevers.  No bleeding.  No rashes.  No edema.

Medications:  He is on vitamin D3 and calcium.  No prescription medications.

Physical Examination:  Weight 183 pounds, blood pressure left arm sitting large adult cuff 134/78, pulse 76, blood pressure 94% on room air.  Neck is supple.  No lymphadenopathy.  Lungs are clear without rales, wheezes or effusion.  Heart is regular without murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft and nontender.  Extremities, no peripheral edema, no ulcerations or lesions.

Laboratory Data:  Most recent lab studies were done April 15, 2022, creatinine is slightly improved at 1.3, estimated GFR is 54, albumin 4.2, calcium 8.9, sodium is 139, potassium 4.4, carbon dioxide 31, phosphorus 3.1, hemoglobin 12.7 which is stable.  Normal white count and normal platelets.

Assessment and Plan:  Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels and no progression of disease and history of smoldering Waldenström macroglobulinemia followed by Dr. Akkad, history of hyperparathyroidism, but he has normal calcium levels now following his parathyroid adenoma removal.  Labs will be continued every three months.  He will follow a low-salt diet and he will be rechecked by this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
