Thank you for this referral. The patient is seen for followup consultation for cytopenia.

SYMPTOMS: The patient is quiet, does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL: History of intellectual disability. The patient has seizure disorder and she is on Depakote.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is in a wheelchair. 
Eyes/ENT: Okay. ENT: She keeps her tongue protruding.

Neck: No lymph nodes felt. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.
Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

Her lab today is 3.1, hemoglobin 7.9, hematocrit 27.4, RDW 16.8, MCV 79.2, platelet 130,000. Her last iron evaluation was showing normal iron.
DIAGNOSES:
1. Anemia most likely due to bone marrow suppression from Depakote.

2. Neutropenia for similar reason.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: Before next visit, please do CBC, CMP, iron and ferritin and send me the copy. Follow up in two weeks. Today, Procrit 40000 unit subQ and Neupogen 480 mcg subQ given.
