HPI: A 91-year-old with advanced dementia whose daughter was concerned about noting a change in her facial symmetry specifically that the right side of her mouth was drooping and her right eye lazy. I observed the patient later in the dining room. She was sitting and she was watching other residents at the table she was sitting at and found something funny and just kind of smiled to herself, but I caught her eye and then she smiled further. When seen at that time, there was no facial asymmetry noted nor was there later in the evening. I did see the patient at h.s. with her daughter Dee present as there were reported sores in her mouth. The patient has dentures, but has not been wearing them. She did have oral care recently and daughter thinks that they were too aggressive with the sponges, which may have caused the irritation to her gums.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, anxiety, benign essential tremor, OA bilateral knees, and incontinent of B&B.

MEDICATIONS & ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 03/16/22.

DIET: Puréed with nectar thick and liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient resting comfortably later in the evening.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 124/64, pulse 71, temperature 97.3, respirations 18, and O2 sat is 97%.
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HEENT: She opens and closes her eyes without difficulty. There is no asymmetry or no eye drooping. She does have a small fissure in the corner of her mouth left side, but no other external injury and no facial drooping. She is edentulous on the lower gums. There are few areas that are white small ulcerations in her gum. Buccal mucosa both sides clear and no ulcerations noted on the inside of her upper or lower lip.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Gum irritation may have been secondary to aggressive oral care.

2. Oral lesions. Orajel mouth gel to inside areas of mouth that are tender three times daily for three days.
