CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 87-year-old with Alzheimer’s disease, HTN, and ASCVD seen today in room for lab review. She is pleasant and cooperative. Seems to have a general understanding as far as being told the things are good or slightly abnormal, but not to be worried about.

DIAGNOSES: In addition to Alzheimer’s, HTN, and ASCVD, OA, OAB and lumbar radiculopathy.

ALLERGIES: MORPHINE.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from a note two weeks ago.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated in a wheelchair that she was propelling. No distress.

NEURO: Orientation x1. Makes eye contact and smiles. Her speech is in phrases clear, but out of context. She is able to sit still and listen for a short period of time.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Good neck and truncal stability in manual wheelchair that she propels. She does have trace lower extremity edema.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. Good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CBC review. All WNL.

2. CMP review. BUN and creatinine elevated at 31.9 and 1.38. The patient is on Lasix 40 mg q.d. and we will discontinue HCTZ at 12.5 mg as her legs improve back down on the dosing and the frequency of Lasix. She has been advised to elevate her legs to no avail.
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3. UA review done because she seemed to be agitated. UA returns clear and C&S subacute positive for E. coli and enterococcus faecalis. The patient is without fever. No low back pain or dysuria and at her baseline, cognition given is asymptomatic. We will not treat a subacute UTI.
