CC: Request of medication change.

HPI: A 91-year-old who had a shearing breakdown on her bottom, Calazime cream was applied q. shift and then q.h.s. There has been a healing of the wound and staff requested discontinuation of the Calazime. The patient is observed in the dining room where I spoke to her. She of course did know who I was, but looked at me in confusion and I asked her how she was, no response and just gave her quick ones over and she was cooperative to me listening to her heart and her lungs, On review of her skin, she had some scattered bruising, but no skin tears noted.

DIAGNOSES: Dementia, atrial fibrillation, CHF, COPD, depression, and HTN.

ALLERGIES: ARICEPT and PCN.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg b.i.d.,. ASA 81 mg q.d., Biofreeze to both knees b.i.d., Lexapro 10 mg q.d., Toprol 25 mg q.d., Remeron 30 mg h.s., Protonix 40 mg q.d., B12 1000 mcg q.d., and D3 50,000 units q. Monday.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated in the dining room, she made eye contact, when I said her name, was confused, did not speak and orientation is x1.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Seated. No edema. Ambulates with walker.

SKIN: Decreased integrity, dry and no breakdown.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Shearing skin sores on her bottom. Those have been resolved. Calazime cream or paste discontinued.
2. Vascular dementia. Progression noted and that she is quieter, while she made eye contact, did not speak, but did smile.
