CC: Gluteal wound.
HPI: A 91-year-old who is now in a wheelchair full-time. She propels it readily and quickly throughout the facility and, being in a seated position the majority of the time, she has developed a pressure area to her left glute. Wound care is now needed implying home health. I think she would also benefit from having other people to talk to since she has become quite social.

DIAGNOSES: End-stage Alzheimer’s disease, hypothyroid, HTN, and COPD.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/18/2022.

ALLERGIES: SULFA.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is seated in a wheelchair She is quite engaging and wants to talk.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 125/83, pulse 64, temperature 97.6, respirations 18, and O2 sat 94%.

HEENT: Scalp: Nurse pointed out a large area that is raised and crusted, able to remove some just by a light scratch.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Palpation of her knees, no effusion and palpation of her calf muscles, she states that is where she has aching. There is no edema. She moves her arms in a normal range of motion. She is weightbearing, but requires transfer assist.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Gluteal pressure wound. Harmony Home Health to evaluate and follow. We need skilled nursing care for that wound care and we will go from there.

2. Eczema of the scalp. TCM cream 0.1% to the lesion b.i.d. until resolved.
