CC: Followup on swallow study.

HPI: A 93-year-old gentleman with dysphagia post CVA. A PEG tube was placed for nutritional support. It is the primary source of his caloric and nutritional intake as well as his medications. The patient has been frustrated with the PEG tube wanting it out; the concern has been where his swallow capacity is at this time. On 04/13/2022, he had a swallow study done. Recommendation is for mechanical soft with chopped meat and gravy or sauce on the side and thin liquids. Medications are to be crushed and given with applesauce or pudding. It is noted that the premature satiety the patient complains of is likely secondary to esophageal dysfunction as it may not move fast enough and food is contained with that sense of fullness in his chest. Orders are written for the above and we will give time to see how he does with this diet before further discussion as to getting rid of his PEG tube. He understands, but I do not think fully comprehends that his PEG tube has been his primary source of nutrition as well as his medications. He will continue with speech therapy as needed.
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
