HPI: An 89-year-old pleasant female seen in her room. On her right foot, she has a hammertoe which has caused problems to itself and the great toe and it also has changed her gait and she was recently found to have ulceration of the dorsal PIPs in between the first and second and second and third toes. She is followed by Select Home Health who then began wound care looking at it today to assess need for continuation. The patient has no complaints. She spends her time in the room doing artwork and is pleasant to talk to.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease stable, HTN, bilateral OA right greater than left knee and right second toe hammertoe with ulceration that is healing.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from her 03/16/2022 note.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and able to give information, oriented x 2-3, voices her needs and understands information given.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 121/73, pulse 64, temperature 97.8, respirations 18, and O2 sat 97%.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient self-transfers into her wheelchair, which she propels. Her left leg is nonweightbearing.

SKIN: Overall, skin is warm and dry and, at her toe, there is healing of ulcerated skin with sloughing of dead tissue. No drainage, warmth or tenderness.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Right foot toe treatment. We will have continuation of treatment for the next five days.
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
