CC: Dysphagia and wound care followup.

HPI: A 91-year-old with advanced Alzheimer’s disease and dysphagia. She has been on a modified diet and home health is now requesting speech therapy consult with swallow study. The goal is at family’s request ad mechanical soft diet with ground meat. The patient continues on thickened liquids and does not seem to be bothered by it. She also had a left lower extremity wound for which topical care was provided over two weeks and the wound is now healed. The patient and her daughter D were on the unit. D also wanted to clarify whether she could drink cranberry juice while on Eliquis. I did not find anything that showed a negative interaction.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Dysphagia. Order for speech therapy evaluation with swallow study and will assess then recommended diet.

2. Left lower extremity wound followed up it is healed. There is a small area of pinkness with small amount of eschar, but otherwise no further treatment indicated. We will discontinue ongoing wound care.
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
