CC: Followup wound care.

HPI: A 97-year-old with advanced dementia and no BPSD. The patient is dependent for 6/6 ADLs, is in a Broda chair and is primarily nonverbal. She had pressure wound on the left big toe nailbed that is examined today, looks good, appears healed. No warmth, redness, or tenderness and it is currently without antibiotic ointment or dressing covering it.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced dementia, HTN, CAD, and musculoskeletal pain managed.

ALLERGIES: CELEBREX, CODEINE, and EXELON.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid and Ensure t.i.d.
MEDICATIONS: Os-Cal q.d., docusate b.i.d., Lasix 20 mg q.o.d., Norco 7.5/325 mg one half tablet t.i.d., KCl 10 mEq q.o.d., and senna q.d.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Thin quite female seated in a Broda chair with a blank expression and nonverbal.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 100/52, pulse 96, temperature 97.1, respirations 18, and O2 saturation is 98%.

SKIN: Left great toe the nailbed is clean, warm, and dry with the nail intact. The interdigital space between at the second toe is also healthy tissue it all appears to be clean and healthy. She has trace ankle edema bilaterally. The remainder of her skin is warm, dry, and intact. No bruising or skin tears noted.

NEURO: Nonverbal, makes limited eye contact. She has a blank expression on her face and dependent for 6/6 ADLs. Non-weightbearing, a full transfer assist.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without M/R/G.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Left great toe wound that has been cared for by hospice. We will discontinue wound care orders as it has healed.
2. Dementia. The patient again is total care. She does not have any behavioral issues and has had no false or other acute medical events this quarter.
