CC: 60-day followup.
HPI: A 72-year-old with Alzheimer’s disease. She remains able to do things to occupy herself in her room. She has potted plants and moves books around her room. She is a retired architect and when she first got here in AL would read through her professional magazines and show her drawings and be able to explain them. She is not able to do either of those at this time due to dementia progression. She remains ambulatory. She is pleasant and verbal, but cannot communicate what is going on with her, understand what others say as well. No behavioral issues. 
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease with progression, HTN, OA, and anxiety/depression. 
MEDICATIONS: ASA 81 mg q.d., Lipitor 10 mg q.d., calcium 600 mg q.d., enalapril 20 mg q.d., MVI q.d., Exelon 4.5 mg b.i.d., Abilify 15 mg q.d., divalproex 125 mg b.i.d., Namenda 5 mg b.i.d., Zoloft 200 mg q.d., Tarsum shampoo weekly and bacitracin to affected areas a.m. and h.s.

ALLERGIES: PCN, CODEINE, DEMEROL, APAP, and LATEX.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Regular thin liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Ambulatory patient, pleasant.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 137/69, pulse 75, temperature 98.2, respirations 17, and O2 sat 95% and weight 198 pounds which is an increase of 6 pounds. 
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates with a walker. No edema.
NEURO: Orientation x 1 to 2 on occasion, verbal. She gets confused with what she is saying, difficulty with word formation. She makes eye contact.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. Good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Alzheimer’s disease with progression. The patient is still able to function fairly independently as far as toileting, feeding self and changing herself, does require standby assist for showering. We will just continue to monitor at this time.
