HPI: An 86-year-old in room, sitting quietly, actually napping, but cooperative to being examined and speaking with me. She is pleasant. Her speech is clear. She is soft-spoken, but can give information and understands given information. She has had no falls or acute medical events in greater than six months. The patient ambulates independently. She states her appetite and sleep pattern are good. No constipation. Last labs August 2021. The patient is social, coming out for activities and all meals.

DIAGNOSES: MCI appeared stable, HTN, HLD, allergic rhinitis, visual loss of left eye, and left ophthalmic artery CVA. 
MEDICATIONS: Coreg 25 mg b.i.d., Zetia 10 mg q.d., losartan 100 mg h.s., Zoloft 50 mg q.d., trazodone 50 mg h.s., and D3 1000 IUs q.d.

ALLERGIES: PCN.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. No cough. Lung fields clear to bases.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No M, R, or G. PMI nondisplaced.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Good muscle mass and motor strength. She goes from sit to stand using chair armrest for support, but otherwise independent ambulation. She is steady and upright.

NEURO: Orientation x 2 to 3. Speech is clear. She understands given information.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. MCI, stable without any notable progression.

2. HTN. We will have BP rechecked today. This is an outlier. She is not generally in this range. So, I will wait for the recheck. 
3. Depression. This appears to be well treated. No changes in her medication.

4. HLD: 08/2021 an FLP was done and Zetia is controlling her profile.
