PROCEDURE: Intraarticular Injection of Left Acromioclavicular Joint under fluoroscopy with steroid.

SURGEON: Vinod Sharma, M.D.

INDICATIONS: The patient has been suffering from severe pain in the left shoulder for a significant amount of time. Recent MRI shows that there is AC joint osteoarthritis mild to moderate along with many findings of the shoulder joint and other findings into the rotator cuff tendons inflamed. An injection to the AC joint is being done diagnostically and therapeutically to decrease the need for pain medications, improve the healing, and decrease the need for surgery and increase the range of motion of the shoulder.
PROCEDURE NOTE: The entire procedure is done by Dr. Vinod Sharma, M.D. The patient was taken to the fluoroscopy suite after he signed the consent for the procedure. He was placed on the fluoroscopic suite table in a supine position and the area of the left shoulder was completely exposed and the AC joint was identified under fluoroscopy and then the area was marked and prepared with Betadine and alcohol. Local spray of ethyl alcohol was used. Utilizing a 3 mL syringe on a 1.5 inch long needle #27 was used to inject into the left AC joint under the direct vision of fluoroscopy. After reaching into the joint, the joint was infiltrated with 2 mL of dexamethasone with Marcaine mixture. The entire needle was withdrawn and Band-Aid was applied. No postoperative bleeding or any other complication was noticed.
