History: Ms. King is a 67-year-old African American female who has had:

1. Right hemiparesis and a stroke.
2. She has long-standing diabetes mellitus.

3. Hypertension.

4. Hyperlipidemia.

5. Vision problems in the right eye, a possibility of temporal arteritis; a few years ago saw a neurologist.
The patient is not on Plavix now. She is just on 81 mg aspirin. She is getting intensive physical therapy. The physical therapy has helped the patient with her gait and her right upper arm paralysis also is improving. She is able to lift up her right hand and right forearm against gravity. The patient is getting occupational therapy. Because the patient had a massive stroke, I am concerned about the patient’s memory problems. The patient states she has a husband, but he has already moved out. She states she has no relationship like a husband and wife. She states her son comes and lives with her, but she states he is giving her a lot of heartache. She states she is fairly comfortable staying by herself. I have decided to order an evoked potential on the patient for next week and we will see how she proceeds from there. Her A1c was less than 7. She refuses to get mammograms done. She states in previous mammograms she has been told she has got very dense breasts and it will be hard to read anyway, but it is the patient’s choice to refuse that is what she refuses. I had given her a stool iFOB and a Cologuard test. The patient has not returned it. She promises me that she will return that soon. She will be seen in the office in a month.
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
