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1. RF, 34-year-old male seen status post fall at home. The patient was found to be quite intoxicated; ETOH was 426. Large hematoma in the back of the neck was noted. PT, PTT elevated. LFTs were elevated. D-dimer was elevated. Long-standing history of ETOH abuse. CT of the head showed a large hematoma. Because of abnormal blood tests, he was transferred. CT of C-spine was negative. He was transferred to Memorial Hermann for further care.
2. AR, 37-year-old woman with chest pain. EKG was done, which was somewhat abnormal, nonspecific changes. The patient left before lab could be drawn against medical advice. Nobody answered the phone.
3. LE, 53-year-old woman complaining of UTI symptoms. She was diagnosed with UTI cystitis. No sign of pyelonephritis. Vital signs stable. No nausea or vomiting, White count stable. Treated with Cipro. The patient is doing well. Very happy with the care received.
4. EP, 37-year-old woman with chest pain, body aches, diagnosed with flu A and bronchitis and exacerbation of asthma. After CBC, CMP lab, swab test and x-rays were done, sent home with Tamiflu, neb treatments and steroids, doing well at this time. She was very happy with the care that was received by Dr. A.
5. CB, 15-year-old male with ingrown toenail. Toenail was removed without any difficulty. Treated with Septra DS and Motrin 800 mg. No one answered the phone.
6. JU, 39-year-old male for forehead suture removal, which was removed without any difficulty. Nobody answered the phone.
7. MT, 43-year-old woman with dog bite, shin and mouth laceration. The patient was transferred Memorial Hermann to be treated for rabies immunoglobulin. It was not indicated why that was done, whether not the dog already had rabies. Nevertheless, the patient did not answer the phone, was transferred to Memorial Hermann. No problems or issues.
8. BR, 26-year-old male with reactive airway disease after inhaling bleach. Treated with albuterol and Medrol Dosepak. The patient was keep for observation. Lab, EKG, chest x-ray were all negative. The patient did not answer the phone.
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
