The patient presents with history of vomiting this morning with deceased appetite.

PRESENT ILLNESS: History of vomiting x 1 yesterday with decreased appetite, now without distress with normal activity.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of autism to be evaluated at school in kindergarten.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: No know allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Wears diapers; incontinent of urine at school, does okay at home. Past history, history of probable autism, on waiting list to be evaluated at school.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Limited exam of ears and throat with combative child, unable to hold or restrain. Neck: Negative for adenopathy or masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without tenderness or guarding. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Negative for rashes or lesions. Neurological: Limited evaluation. No apparent motor or sensory deficits. Cranial nerves intact II through X. Neuro: Combative and not responsive to verbal communication.

IMPRESSION: Vomiting with probable viral gastroenteritis, autism by history untreated.

PLAN: Mother was given a prescription for Zofran try to take as needed even though he normally refuses to take medications. Mother was advised and referred to Texas Children’s Hospital for additional evaluation and treatment, to follow here as needed within the next day or two or take to emergency room if worse. Presently, without evidence of acute infection.
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
