SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Nevanka indicates that she has been doing good. As long as she is taking depression medication she is not getting anxiety or any panic attack. She claimed that she has been seeing her primary care doctor and happy with the medication. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. She is living with her husband having son and grandchildren. They are living separately. I explained her risk, benefit and side effect. She described she is taking some medication for hypertension but not for diabetes.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder chronic with period of anxiety attacks which are panic in nature.

PLAN: Continue Cymbalta 20 mg in the morning, Klonopin 0.5 mg daily for 30 days. Risk, benefit and side effect were explained. Prognosis guarded.
