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Josephine Davis continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes with hyperglycemia.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Depression.

On this visit, she stated that she felt better and that her blood sugars had improved from previously.

General review was unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated but recent weight loss of about 7 pounds.

Current Medications: Metformin 1000 mg twice daily, Basaglar 30 to 35 units at bedtime, NovoLog insulin 5 to 6 units in the evening, atorvastatin 20 mg daily, amlodipine 10 mg plus benazepril 40 mg once daily, labetalol 300 mg daily, nystatin topical cream, Ventolin, and ProAir inhalers.

On examination, blood pressure 144/78, weight 227 pounds, and BMI is 37. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with hyperglycemia, long-term insulin administration, hypertension, depression, and obesity.

We discussed ongoing monitoring her blood sugars and continue current insulin program.

Followup visit in four months.
