History: Mr. Moody was seen today. He has gout and osteoarthritis. He was advised to take vitamin D3; samples of vitamin D3 given. The patient’s uric acid was high. I told him we will start with a smaller dose of allopurinol 100 mg a day and proceed from there. The patient’s PSA was increased to 6.5. There is a strong history of prostate cancer with the patient’s brother that needed extensive surgery and radiation. Mr. Moody has seen Dr. Bhavsar maybe two to three years ago. So, he is going to need another referral with his PSA number. The patient understands plan of treatment. His stool iFOB was negative. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
