History: Ms. West was seen today. An MRI or CT of the chest showed the patient has metastasis over both lungs and Dr. Tripathy, her oncologist is sending her to a specialist place to determine if she would benefit from chemotherapy or immunotherapy. The patient has been explained. The patient has also developed slight myelodysplastic syndrome. She already has Crohn’s disease, which is immune disease. So, this lady daily weighs less than 90 pounds, but has good attitude and has good strength and she states she wants to try all kinds of therapy. She states “she has no fear of dying.” I then took time to discuss advance care planning with the patient about her will, about her decisions about CPR, ventilation, nursing home placement, tracheostomy, feeding tube and the patient states she would like to get all the treatment, but does not want to go to nursing home nor she wants to be put on tracheostomy or feeding tubes. She states she has written all her decisions in a diary and she has discussed this with her son to look at the diary in case something happens to her where she has spelled out all her desires. So, I discussed this at length, the patient is aware and we will follow her desires. She is going to see the oncologist again next week and I will see the patient in the office a week after and we will decide further about what else to do. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
