TIPTON, RONALD
This is a 70-year-old gentleman with malignant neoplasm of pancreas with metastasis into the liver, into intrahepatic bile duct.
The patient is now totally bed bound, in severe pain, no longer able to get out of bed. He is eating very little. He suffers from chronic anemia and protein-calorie malnutrition.
Dr. Hodges spoke to the patient’s daughter at length on or about 04/21/2022, and it was decided to admit the patient to hospice for further care. The patient’s metastatic carcinoma was diagnosed around 04/06/2022, with metastatic poorly differentiated adenocarcinoma most likely pancreatic origin. The patient presented with epigastric pain, right upper quadrant pain, severe weight loss, high CA 19-9. The patient required morphine from the get-go to control his pain and OxyContin because of severity of his pain. The patient also suffers from history of stroke, COPD, and diabetes. Chemo and radiation therapy ideas were entertained after the biopsies showed poorly differentiated metastatic adenocarcinoma. Findings were discussed with the patient and family at length. It was finally decided to admit the patient to hospice since there is really no chemo or radiation therapy that would be helpful in Mr. Tipton’s condition. The patient is expected to die within few days to weeks and definitely has less than six months to live and is very hospice appropriate given his metastatic adenocarcinoma into the liver and other sites.
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
