EBOW, JOSEPH
Mr. Ebow is a 74-year-old gentleman admitted to hospice with history of colostomy, PEG tube in place, *__________* anemia, H&H of 7 and 21, severe protein-calorie malnutrition, failure to thrive, multiple decubitus ulcers in the sacral region, history of Enterococcus bacteremia, recurrent sepsis, dementia, total bed bound, bowel and bladder incontinence, very poor diagnosis, continuation of weight loss despite being fed through the PEG tube. The patient has severe weight loss and muscle wasting temporal lower extremity, albumin of 2.0, obtunded and severe weakness because of the severe anemia. The patient has a history of multiple sclerosis with advanced dementia and failure to thrive as well as other issues mentioned. The patient will never be able to heal his decubitus ulcer given his protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient also has recently suffered a myocardial infarction, MRSA sepsis, and anemia. He has had issues with his septic PEG tube where the feeding had to be withheld from time-to-time along with high residuals consistent with a dying patient who is no longer able to assimilate food. The patient is expected to do poorly and is hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
