REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs clear. Pupils equal, reactive to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles intact. Funduscopic benign. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion of extremities. Skin: Negative for rashes or discoloration. Neurological: Cranial nerves II through XII intact. No motor or sensory deficits noted. Neuro at baseline

IMPRESSION: Gastroenteritis.

PLAN: The patient given prescription for Zofran, clear liquid diet. Follow up p.r.n.
