CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of vomiting three times last night and he has questionable sore throat per mother, noticed redness and history of recent upper respiratory infection last week, seen PCP, told viral, without antibiotics.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Vomiting x 3 last night, not today. Mother states he was seen last week for the upper respiratory infection clearing with antibiotics with slight residual cough perhaps.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs clear. Pupils are round, equal, reactive to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles intact. Funduscopic benign. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for discoloration or tenderness. Skin: No rashes or discoloration. Neurological: No motor or sensory deficits noted. Cranial nerves II through XI intact. Neuro is baseline.

Because of reporting red throat, strep screen was done which is negative.

IMPRESSION:

1. Viral gastroenteritis.

2. Recent upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: The patient given a prescription for Zofran with clear liquid diet with progression as tolerated. Follow up as needed.
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
