HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of atrial fibrillation here for followup. The patient is recently complaining of palpitation, which last sometime all day. The patient’s electrocardiogram at the time of the palpitation showed atrial fibrillation. The patient is complaining of shortness of breath, dizziness, and chest pain. The patient went to the emergency room with palpitation.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Metoprolol ER 50 mg daily, Eliquis 5 mg two times daily, flecainide 50 mg two times daily, Entresto and Lasix.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 134/84 mmHg, pulse rate 62, and respirations 16.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Paroxysmal atrial fibrillation.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient is quite symptomatic with the atrial fibrillation. The patient is taking antiarrhythmic medication and in spite of that the patient still has reoccurrence of atrial fibrillation. Discussed with the patient regarding ablation for atrial fibrillation. Procedure risk and benefit discussed with the patient and he agreed for the procedure.
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
