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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 2008, the patient does not remember the exact date.  The patient tells me that in 1968, the patient was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient was a passenger in a car, in Germany.  The patient tells me that there was another car hit the right fender of his car.  The patient was ejected through the windshield glass.  The patient landed on the road.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient hit the head.  He had completely loss of consciousness.  As a matter of fact, he does not remember what happened after that.  The patient had complete amnesia. .He woke up in the hospital.  He does not know how long he was out of consciousness.  The patient when he woke up, the patient had headaches.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient was hospitalized.  The patient tells me that he did not have any brain surgery.
Since the incidents, the patient had an episode of a seizure convulsion about two months after the accident.  The patient tells me that he has generalized seizure convulsion.  The patient was put on seizure medications since then.  The patient tells me that he is currently taking Keppra two times a day.  The patient also has significant dizziness.  He feels intermittent dizzy.  The patient tells me that he also has sleep disorder in which he wets his pants at night.
The patient currently is retired.  Before he was retired, the patient worked for a printing shop.  The patient tells me that his symptoms did not significantly affect the way he worked before.
MoCA examination score is 24/30.  The patient missed 5 on delay recall.  The patient also missed 1 on the orientation/city.
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
