CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of postop pain in the lower part of the abdomen.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had umbilical hernia repair few weeks ago and after that he developed mild pain in the midline though surgical wound has completely healed, there is no discharge and the pain is described as sharp and intermittent and the pain level is 4 or 5. The patient denied any nausea or vomiting and there was no fever or chills.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Soft. There is mild pain in the suprapubic area.
