CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left leg superficial excoriation.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her sister as a followup after she had right leg cellulitis and she has been adequately treated and finished the course. Now, the patient has superficial excoriation of the skin with minimal itching without any open wounds.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and is obese.
EXTREMITIES: Both extremities have chronic skin changes.

Left leg examination reveals superficial abrasion or excoriation. There is no cellulitis. There is no significant tenderness. There are no focal open wounds. The patient is able to ambulate with assistance.
