CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is here with cough, congestion and runny nose for three days and is requesting refill of medication for nebulizer. Brought by mother.
PRESENT ILLNESS: As above, congestion, cough, runny nose and refill of medications.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Seizures and asthma.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Epileptic medication.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history as above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs clear. Pupils are equal, round, reactive to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles intact. Funduscopic not visualized. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Skin: Without rashes or discoloration. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Disoriented. Cranial nerves II through X appeared to be intact. No evident motor or sensory deficits. Mood not discernible.
CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection, mental deficits by history, and asthma.

PLAN: The patient is given a prescription for refill of albuterol ampules and is given prescription for Bromfed DM, requested Zithromax liquid and Zovirax ointment for use with outbreak of herpes. The patient is to follow up for routine care and as needed.
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
