The patient presents for refills.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Here for refills.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of colitis, hyperlipidemia, and asthma with seizure disorder.
ALLERGIES: CIPRO.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Ventolin, albuterol, oxcarbazepine 300 mg, and Lopid.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.

FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past history as per chart.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Negative for CVA tenderness. Skin: Negative for discoloration or rash. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through X within normal limits. No motor or sensory deficits noted. Mood and affect within normal limits.

PLAN: The patient requests lab work to be done with oxcarbazepine level. Other medications refilled including albuterol, Ventolin and Lopid. The patient states that he has grand mal seizure disorder and states that he has seizures off and on; last seizure reported two weeks ago. Works in a plant and expressed concern of the patient actively having seizures. Lab work obtained includes general profile and carbamazepine serum level including testosterone which he has taken in the past. The patient is to call the results of lab work. Given precautions driving taking seizure medication. Advised to follow up with neurologist as soon as possible for further evaluation.
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
