The patient presents for followup of MVA, still with complaints of clicking sensation right shoulder and with discomfort base of neck with occipital type headache. The patient was taking Mobic and Flexeril prescribed before with sedation from Flexeril, breaking pills in half.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Reveals continued painful range of motion of the right shoulder without restricting with abduction. Slight tenderness of the base of neck with full range of motion.

IMPRESSION: Followup MVA with injuries of right shoulder and neck. Because of the persistence of pain right shoulder with clicking sensation.
PLAN: The patient is seen for followup today for MVA, continuing with pain in neck with renewal of medications with Mobic 15 mg and Flexeril reduced dosed to 5 mg. Requesting records from *__________* Hospital where we believe she had a CAT scan of her neck, still in pain. The patient is advised to follow up in two weeks for further evaluation of injury.
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
