The patient is seen with complaints of cough, congestion and fever for the past three days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Fever, congestion and temperature of 102 initially for the past four days with slight improvement. History of sore throat and cough a week ago, treated with amoxicillin x 7 days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Nasal spray.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Without abnormality. Neck: Supple. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: No abnormalities. Extremities: No abnormalities. Neurological: Within normal limits.

Flu screen performed, which was negative.

DIAGNOSES: Allergic rhinitis and upper respiratory infection.
PLAN: The patient is given a prescription for Zithromax. Follow up as needed.
