The patient is seen with cough and congestion for four days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough and congestion for four days, using humidifier.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsils and adenoids and ear tubes.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See chart.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: History of asthma with inhalers x 2. To see allergists in Texas Children’s Hospital. Past history of asthma with history of cold and congestion and sore throat last week, on amoxicillin.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops.

DIAGNOSIS: Upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: Given prescriptions of Z-PAK and refill of Duoneb for a home inhaler. The patient had test performed which was negative. The patient is to follow up with pediatrician and to see allergists as above.
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
