The patient is seen with complaints of sore throat and runny nose for the past two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Birth control pills, metabolism pill.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: With erythema and exudates of pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: Regular rhythm. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Remainder of physical exam without abnormality.

Strep screen attempted to be performed was refused.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Respiratory infection with pharyngitis followed with strep.

PLAN: Because strep screen was refused with apparent strep on the examination, the patient was given amoxicillin to take for 10 days.
